Prayer of Preparation 

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts be open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets are hid: cleanse the 

thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify 

thy holy name; through Christ our Lord.  Amen. 
The Commandments 

God spake these words and said: 

I am the Lord thy God; thou shalt have none other gods but me.  

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 

Thou shalt not make to thyself any graven image, nor the likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or in the 

earth beneath, or in the water under the earth.  Thou shalt not bow down to them, nor worship them: for I the 

Lord thy God am a jealous God, and visit the sins of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth 

generation of them that hate me, and shew mercy unto thousand sin them that love me and keep my 

commandments.

For 

in six days the lord made heaven nd earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day; wherefore 

the Lord blessed the seventh day, and hallowed it. 

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 

Honour thy father and thy mother; that thy days may be long in the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. 

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 

Thou shalt do no murder.

Thou shalt not commit adultery. 

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 

Thou shalt not steal.

Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his servant, nor his 

maid, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor anything that is his. 

Lord, have mercy upon us, and write all these thy laws in our hearts, we beseech thee.

Almighty God, whose kingdom is everlasting, and power infinite: have mercy upon the whole Church; and so rule 

the heart of thy chosen servant Elizabeth, our Queen and Governor, that she (knowing whose minister she is) 

may above all things seek thy honour and glory: and that we and all her subjects (duly considering whose 

authority she hath) may faithfully serve, honour and humbly obey her, in thee, and for thee, according to thy 

blessed word and ordinance; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who with thee and the Holy Ghost liveth and 

reigneth, ever one God, world without end. Amen.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops, priests and deacons, that they may both by their life and doctrine 

set forth thy true and lively word, and rightly and duly administer thy holy sacraments: and to all thy people give 

thy heavenly grace; and specially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, 

they may hear and receive thy holy word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their 

life. 

And we most humbly beseech thee of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succour all them, who in this 

transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity. 

And we also bless thy holy name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear; beseeching thee to 

give us grace so to follow their good examples, that with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.

Absolution 

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sins to all them that 

with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto him: have mercy upon you; pardon and deliver you from 

all your sins; confirm and strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ 

our Lord.

Preface

Prayer of Humble Access 



All    We do not presume to come to this thy table, O merciful Lord, 

trusting in our own righteousness, but in thy manifold and great mercies. 

We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under thy table. 

But thou art the same Lord, whose property is always to have mercy: 

grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, 

and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, 

and our souls washed through his most precious blood, 

and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen. 
The Prayer of Consecration 

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer 

death upon the cross for our redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, 

perfect and sufficient sacrifice, oblation and satisfaction for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in 

his holy gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death, until his coming again: 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant that we receiving these thy creatures of 

bread and wine, according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and 

passion, may be partakers of his most blessed body and blood: 

who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took bread; 

and, when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat; 

this is my body which is given for you:do this in remembrance of me. 

Likewise after supper he took the cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,Drink ye all of 

this; for this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for you and for many for the remission of sins: 

do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.   Amen. 
Giving of Communion 

The body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. 

Take and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on him in thy heart by faith with 

thanksgiving. 

The blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. 

Drink this in remembrance that Christ’s blood was shed for thee, and be thankful. 
The Lord’s Prayer 

As our Saviour Christ hath commanded and taught us, we are bold to say 

All   Our Father, which art in heaven, hallowed be thy name; 

thy kingdom come; thy will be done, in earth as it is in heaven. 

Give us this day our daily bread. 

And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive them that trespass against us. 



And lead us not into temptation; but deliver us from evil. 

For thine is the kingdom, the power and the glory, for ever and ever.  Amen. 
Prayer after Communion
